The Grants Advisory Panel — or ‘GAP’ Process, is now open
for applications and allows your department apply for
Children’s Health Foundation funding of up to €500,000.

This process has been developed by the Children’s Health
Foundation to provide a robust and transparent way to
allocate funding in a fair and consistent manner — while

ensuring alignment with the needs of CHI.

Children’s Health Foundation issues GAP Call for Applications

CHI applicants complete the form provided

Application submitted to CHI Head of Department
for initial approval/support

Once approved by CHI, CHI applicant submits application to CHF where it
enters the GAP process to be reviewed, ranked and prioritised against a set list
of key criteria by Grants Advisory Panel.

Funding approved and awarded by Children’s Health Foundation Board based
upon GAP recommendations

Children’s Health Foundation notify all applicants
on the cutcome of their grant application

17th December 2021 - Call for Applications to all CHI hospital sites
11th February 2022 - Closing Date for Submission of Applications

11th — 25th February 2022 - Applications Reviewed by Panel
25th February — 22nd April 2022 — Applications Reviewed by CHI
May 2022 — GAP Meeting Feedback and Outcomes Decided
June 2022 - Final Approvals before the Board
July 2022 - Decisions Awarded & Applicants Notified
